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Custom Splint Fabrication for the Upper Extremity.

This course is designed to prepare therapists to design and fabricate splints for their patients based on individual patient needs, using a range of splinting materials and techniques. Target Audience: Multiple Level Hand Therapists.  Prerequisites: None.  Lecture Lab Ratio: 20:80%

Learning Objectives:
· The participant will be able to choose the most effective splint type (static, serial-static, static-progressive, dynamic, semiflexible supportive) for the individual patient.

· The participant will be able to design splints at his or her level of need and experience (e.g. basic wrist cockup, thumb spica, fracture immobilization splints for beginners, dynamic/serial-static and static-progressive splints for higher levels).

· The participant will be able to choose the most appropriate available material for the splint.

· The participant will fabricate splints that are cosmetically acceptable to the patient, comfortable, and designed to fit the patient’s precise individual needs.

· The participant will be able to critically judge articles proposing new splint designs or theoretical frameworks.

· For intermediate to advanced levels:

· The participant will be able to evaluate a difficult case and select at least two appropriate splint solutions for each.

· The participant will be familiar with available nontraditional or newer splint materials (e.g. Quickcast) and splint components (e.g. Merit, Clikstrips).
