Bob has an extensive background in education and research over his 29 years of practice. From 2002 to 2005 Bob served as the Director of Rehabilitation at the University of Cincinnati Athletic Department and in 2005 was appointed to the Head Football Trainer position. He also is on the faculty at the University of Cincinnati in the department of Health Education and the Department of Orthopedics. Bob has a faculty position at the College of Mount St. Joseph School of Physical Therapy. After graduating from the University of Pittsburgh in 1977, he completed his M.Ed. from the University of Cincinnati in 1980. Bob taught at the Medical College of Virginia from 1980 to 1983 before returning to Cincinnati Sports Medicine and Orthopedic Center till starting his own practice Kentucky Rehabilitation Services and eventually joining NovaCare in 1998. Bob has published over 59 articles in peered reviewed journals including a series of articles in the early 1990’s outlining the Evaluation Based Rehabilitation concept which defined the evidence based approach to treatment intervention.
